" From a long sedles of experience, we, the
hurches of Jesus Clrist, being regularly b'agnzed
on our profession®f faila in Jesus Christ, are
vinced of the nalfessity 0§ a combination of
ches, in order t erpctuage a union and com-
nion among us,and preserve;maimTain’ ep
rules and orders of an association, according

the following plat ot form of government:

ARrTicLE 1 The association shall be composed
of members chosen by the different churches, and
only sent torepresent in the association who shall
be members whom they shall think qualified for
that purpose, and' producing letters from their
respective churches certifying their appointment
shall be entitled to.aweat.

Art. 22 In the 'Jetters from the different
churches shgll be affbressed their number in full
fellowship, their #ibtized, received by letter, re-
stored, dismissed® excommunicated and dead,
singe the last asspgiation.

Arr. 3 The ntembers thus chosen and con?
vened shall have ho power to lord it uver God’s
ge, nor shalf they have any clerical power
et the churches, nor shall they infringe on the
nal rights of any church in the union.
