


PROCEEDINGS
OF THE
SIXTY EIGHTH ANNUAL SESSION OF THE
SARDIS ASSOCIATION
OF THE OLD REGULAR BAPTIST CHURCH
THE CHURCH OF JESUS CHRIST

In session assembled with the Salem Church,
September 9, 10, and 11, 1960 at the place where
arrangements were made for the preaching. The ser-
vice was introduced by Elder Edwin May followed by
the introductory sermon delivered by Elder Emmitt
Case. Text: Hebrews 2:1. '"Therefore we oughtto
give the more earnest heed to the things which we have
heard, lest atanytime we shouldlet them slip. Then
delegates assembled as the Church House and after a
short talk by Elder Baxter Osborne, song and prayer
by Elder Noah May. The Association proceeded as
follows:

13. Committee onarrangements, consisting of one
delegate from each church, with Moderator and Clerk,
together with the delegate from our corresponding
Associations, to arrange the order of business for
Saturday's session. y

ciation be adjourned until nine o'clock Saturday morn-
ing.

13. By motionand second, it was ordered that the
Treasurer pay the expenses of one (1) car for visiting
the Sister Associations, that is paying for the gas and
oil,

14. By motion and second, it was ordered that we
advise our Ministers of our Association not to marry
people into adultry, where either man or woman has
a living wife or husband.

15. Shall we receive into our fellowship men or
wom en having more"than one wife or husband ?
ANSWER: Weadvise the Churches not to receive in-
to their fellowship any such, except those who have
putaway their companions for the cause of fornication.
Such cases tohave Gospel or Church evidence of same,

16. By motion and second, it was ordered that
Elders: H. C. Maynard, Ester Hopkins and B, H.
Bevins be retained as committee men to approve or
disapprove the historyof the Sardis Association when
completed by Brother Rufus Perrigan,

17. The Committee which consisted of Elders:
Ester Hopkins, B, H. Bevins, Wayne Herald, Willie
White and Emmitt Case made their reportto the Asso-
ciation thatthe like committee from our Sister Asso-
ciations didn'tunderstand what we meant about study-
ing the Articles of Faith, Constitutionand the Rules of
Decorum in order to promote uniformity among the
corresponding Old Regular Baptist Associations,
therefore nothing was done about them.,

(b) Discussed the committee's report and by
motion and second the committee was retained to still
work on the above 17th item, and send requests with
our letters to all the corresponding Associations to
the effect that they appoint like committees for the
purpose of studying the Article of Faith, Constitution
and Rules of Decorum in order toultimately promote
uniformity among the corresponding Old Regular
Baptist Associations.

(c) By motion and second, it was ordered that

the Churches study the Articles of Faith, Constitution
and Rules of Decorum and present any changes they

deemappropriate inthe formofa requestto the Asso-
ciation,

18. By motionand second, it was ordered that we
return both letters back to the Indian Bottom Asso-
ciation and send a committee to be appointed by the
Moderator to work with our Mother Association, New
Salem and our Sister Associations, if they so desire
to appoint a like committee to work with both sides
and see if peace canbe effected. Committee consists
of Elders H. C.Maynard, Wayne Herald, Willie White,
Ester Hopkins, EdwinMay, W. H. May. .The Sardis
Brethrenare instructed not to preach with either side,

19. By motion and second, it was ordered that we
send back the Thornton Union Letter until such time
as they comply withour item inthe 1957 minutes. It
was understood that the indirectcorrespondence with
Thornton Union through our Sister. The Union Asso-
ciation meant this; The Sardis brethren can preach

with the Thornton Union Brethren in the Union
Association Churches but they can neither preach in

Thornton Union Churches or invite their Ministers to
preach in the Sardis Churches.

20. By motion and seconded, it was ordered that
the clerkbuy a new typewriter, which did cost $91. 47,

21. By motion and seconded, it was ordered that
each church in the Sardis Association help Brother
Rufus Perriganfinance the printing of the Sardis Asso-
ciation History.

21. By motion and seconded, it was ordered that
our next Association be held with the Dix Fork Church
at Canada, Kentucky.

23. Byvote, itwasordered that Elder B. H. Bevins
preach the introductory sermon and Elder Charlie

Johnson be his alternate.

24. By motion and seconded, it was ordered that




we tender our thanks to the Salem Church, Community,
Westcott Lumber Company, Sheriff of Pike County,
Constable Clifford Statenand all others that had any-
thing to do with the success of our Association.

25. By motion and seconded, it was ordered that
the minutes be read and signed by the Moderator and
Clerk.

26. By motion and seconded, it was ordered that
we be adjourned to the time and place mentioned above.

Now brethern, itis the spiritual manthateats of thatbread.

Paul said, I beseech you that you walk worthy of the vo-
cation where with ye are called with all lowliness and meek-
ness, with long suffering, forbearing one another in love, in-
deavoring to keep the unity of the spiritin the bonds of peace,
till we all come in the unity of the faith, andthe knowledge of
the Sonof God. Another scripture says thatallbelievers were
together and had all things common, and of the same mind,
one toward the other, thatthe God of Heaven grant you to be
like minded, one toward the other,

Beloved, let us love one another, for love is of God, and
everyone thatloveth, is bornof God and knoweth God. He that
loveth not, knoweth not God, for God is love. Then if God so
loved us, we also ought to love one another,

So brethern, we ought to dwell in unity, and live in peace
and love and love one another and be a light before the world
and our children, that the old church will grow.

So farewellbrothers, be of one mind andlive in peace and
the God of love shall be with.you all forever.

CONSTITUTION OF THE SARDIS ASSOCIATION

From a long series of experiences, we the OLD
REGULAR BAPTIST CHURCH OF JESUS CHRIST,

being baptized upon a professionof faith in Christ are
convinced of the necessity of a combination of Church-
es in order to perpeturatea union and communion a-
mong us and keep the order and rules of an Association
according to the following plan of government.

1. The Associationshallbe composed of members
chosenby the different churches in our union and sent
to represent them in the Association and upon their
producingletters fromtheir respective churches cer-
tifying their appointment, they shall be entitled to a
seat.

2, In the letters shallbe expressed their number
in fellowship those baptized, receivedby letter, dis-
missed, excluded, and deceased since our last Assoc-
iation,

3. The members thus chosen and convened shall
have no power to lord anything over God's heritage nor
shall they have any clerical power over the churches,
nor shall they infringe onany of the internal rights of
any church in the union.

4, The Association, when convened, shall be ruled
by a regular and proper decorum.

5. The Association shall have a Moderator and
‘Clerk chosen by the members present.

6. Newchurches maybe admitted into this Union,
who shall petition by letter and delegates, and if found
upon examinationto be orthodoxand orderly, shall be
received, and everychurch in the Union shall be en-
titled to a representative in the Association.

7. Every query presented by the church to the
Association, being first debated in their own churches,
shall be taken up by the Association.

8. Every motion made and seconded, shall come
under the consideration of the Association except when
withdrawn by the one who made it.

9. The Association shall endeavor to furnish the
church with Minutes of the Association.

10. We think it necessary that we should have an
Association fund for defraying expenses of the same.
We think it the duty of each church inthe Union to con-
tribute such sums as they think proper, and send it by




their delegates to the Association, and such sums to be
deposited in the hands ofthe Treasurer chosen by the
Association, who shall be accountable for the money
paid him by the Association, and paid outaccording to
the Association,

11. There shallbeanAssociationbook kept wherein
the proceedings of every Association, shallbe record-
ed by a Secretary appointed by the Association, who
shall receive a compensation for his services.

12. The Minutes of the Association shall be read,
and corrected if need beé and signed by the Moderator
and Clerk before the Associationrises unless the same
is dispensed with.

13. Amendments to this plan or form of government
may be made by a majority of the Union, if deemed
necessary.

14. All matters comingbefore the Association shall
be decided by will of a majority of the delegates pre-
sent, exceptinreceiving and dismissing churches and
Associations which shall be by an unanimous vote,

15. The Association shall have the power for the
general union of the churches, to preserve inviolable
a chain of communion among the churches; to give
churches allnecessaryadvice in matters of difficulty;
to inquire into the cause ofthe churches failing to re-
presentthemselves at anytime in the Association, to
appropriate the money contributed by the churches for
the Association fund, to any purpose they may think
proper; to appoint any member, by their consent to
transact any business which they see necessary, and
they shall have power to withdraw fromany church in
the Union, which shall violate the rules of the Asso-
ciation, or diviate fromthe orthodox princ.iples of re-
ligion; to admit any orderly minister of our order to
a seat with us. The Association shall have the right
to adjournthemselves to any future time or place they
may think most convenient to the churches.

ARTICLES OF FAITH OF THE SARDIS ASSOCIATION

1. We believe in only one true and living God, the
Father, the Son, and Holy Ghost, and these three are
one, equal in power, essence and glory.

2. We believe the Scriptures of the Old and New
Testaments are the written words of God and the only
rules of faith and practices.

3. Webelieve in the doctrine of electionby grace,
for by grace are ye saved through faith.

4, We believe in the doctrine of original sin, and
of man's inability to recover himself from the fallen
state he is inby nature, therefore the Saviour is need-
ed for our redemption.

5. Webelieve that sinners are called to repentance
and believe in the Gospeland regeneration of the soul
and sealed with the Holy Spirit of promise, and none
such shall fall away and be lost.

6. Webelieve that sinners are justified inthe sight
of God only by the imputed righteousness of JESUS
CHRIST,

7. We believe that baptism is the ordinance of
God's church on earth and the mode of IMMERSION
back foremost so as to cover all over.

8. We believe thatthe Lord's Supper is the com-
mand of the Saviour and that by the use of bread and
wine, and feet-washing should be kept up until his
second coming by His believers.

9. We believe inthe resurrection of the dead, both
of the justand unjustand thatthe joys of the righteous
and the punishment of the wicked shall be eternal.

10. Webelieve that no minister has the right to ad-
minister the ordinances and commands of the Gospel
except such as regularly ordained and baptized, and
that by immersion by a legal administrator of the
Gospel comes under the hands of a regularly chosen
presbytery of the church.

11. We believe it to be the duty of all church mem-
bers to contribute for defraying all reasonable ex-
penses of the church, never forgetting the poor ac-
cording to their several abilities.

12. We believe that every doctrine thatgoes to en-




courage or indulge people in their sins or cause them
to settle down on anything short of saving faith in Christ
for salvation is erroneous and suchdoctrine willbe re-
jected by us.

13, We believe thatthe Church of Christ is a con -
gregation of faithful believers in Christ who have ob-
tained fellowship with the Lord and with one another
and have giventhemselves to the Lordand have agreed
tokeep up a Godly discipline, accordingto the rules
of the Gospel.

14, We believe that Jesus Christis the head of the
church and the government thereof is upon His should-
ers.,

15. None of the above articles shall be considered
as tohold with particular election and reprobation so
as to make God partial directly or indirectly, nor to
injure any of the children of men; nor shall any of these
articles be altered without legal notice and free con-
sent,

RULES OF DECORUM

1. The Associationshall be opened and closed by
prayer.

2. A Moderator and Clerk shall be chosen by the
members present,

3. Only one member shall speak at a time, who
shall arise from his seat and obtain consent from the
Moderator when he is about to make his speech.

4. The person thus speaking shall not be inter-
rupted in his speech by anyone except the Moderator
until he is through.

5. He shall strictlyadhere tothe subjectand in no
wise reflect onthe person who has spoken so as to make
remarks on his slips or imperfections, butshall fairly
state the cause as nearly as he can soas to convey his
ideas.

6. No person shall abruptly absent himséelf from
the Association without leave of the Association.

- 7. Nopersonshall speak more than three times on
any subject without leave of the Association.

8. Nopersonshallhave the liberty of laughing dur-

\

ing the sitting of the same nor whisper in time of public

speech.

9. Nomember ofthe Associationshalladdress an-
other in any other term of appelation than that of

"Brother'.

10. The Moderator shall not interrupt of prohibit
any member from speaking until he gives his light on
any subjectunless he violates the rules ofthe decorum,

11. The names of the members of the Association
shall be enrolled by the Clerk and called as often as
the Association requires.

12, The Moderator shall have the same right of
speechas any other member provided the chair be fill-
ed. Andhe shall have no rightto vote unless the Asso-
ciation be equally divided; then he may give the de-

ciding vote.

13. Any member who shall willing and knowingly
violate any of the decorum shall be reproved by the
Association as they think proper.
